The goal is to free teachers to teach, and principals to lead, by getting the additional support and
staff that schools need. And we’ll attract more people to teaching by respecting and paying them as
the professionals they are.

NZEI Te Riu Roa members at our school have been invited to paid union meetings in March so that
we can plan and discuss the campaign and their upcoming collective agreement negotiations.

Our children deserve the best education in the world, and New Zealand can afford to provide it. It's
just a matter of priorities.

SCHOOL NOTICES

A MESSAGE FROM OUR SCHOOL COMMUNITY OFFICER

I am one of the School Community Officers in the Kapiti Mana area and am responsible for training
the road patrollers at Raumati Beach School. The students who do this very important and
responsible role do an excellent job keeping the children and parents of the school safe when
crossing the road. Raumati Road is very busy and the patrollers do a really great job controlling the
flow of traffic and pedestrians before and after school. | just wanted to reiterate the law, for those
who are unsure, around stopping at the crossing when the road patrollers are on duty.

Due to it being a busy road there is no way both sides of the road are clear at the same time
therefore the road patrol signs will not usually be swung out together. If children and parents are
waiting, the person with the clear side will put their signs out. Once one sign is out all vehicles must
come to a stop. This includes those on the opposite side. If you are about to drive over the crossing
and the sign goes out on the opposite side, there is no need to jam on the brakes. Proceed through
the crossing and the patroller will put the sign out after you.

Please note if you can stop safely YOU MUST. We should not see two or three vehicles driving
through the crossing when the sign on the opposite side is out. Below is where it fits into our law.
The infringement penalty is $150.

Land Transport Act 1998 Section S.40 & R.4 Offences & Penalties Regs 1999 & 3.9(a) Road User
Rule 2004

The road patrollers are on duty between 8.30am—9am and 3—3.20 pm. Please cross the road at the
pedestrian crossing and not up by the school’s main gate. | am aware that it is not just parents from
the school using the road but it would be great to get word of mouth out there about this. | do want
to thank those who do drive at a speed that allows them to stop if need be.

DONATIONS

The BOT have set the 2018 school donations as part of this year’s operational budget. As you are
well aware donations can be a contentious issue. However the sad reality is that as a Decile 9
school we do not receive enough funding.

The BOT have tried to set an amount that they feel is reasonable and acceptable to the community.
It is in many cases a lot less than other schools that are of the same decile in the wider Wellington
area.

The following amounts have been set for this year. We appreciate any support in this area that you
might be able to provide us.

$50.00 Family Donation — this is a general donation that goes towards such items as running the
radio station, enviro club, teaching support etc.

$15.00 Sun Safe Donation — as the name suggests this is for items that help out with providing
shade for students. In the past this has included new shade sails and shade trees.

$15.00 PE/Sport Donation — extra equipment for students to use at morning tea and lunchtimes.
$15.00 ICT Donation — helps out with the ongoing unfunded costs such as having a technician on
site to run our network etc.

$12.00 Paper Donation — replaced the paper fee which used to be charged on the stationery list.
This helps us pay not only for the paper used but the increasing cost of toner as student use
increases.

We are aware that the Government is proposing an alternative for schools as part of an upcoming
budget. Once these details are released the BOT will consider the implications for Raumati Beach
School. Any changes that occur will most likely be for the 2019 school year.

We certainly appreciate the support that you provide through opting to pay the voluntary donation.
